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HYMN REVIEW by Eleanor Edwards

ABIDE WITH ME

Lyrics by Henry F. Lyte
Music Composed by W.H. Monk

Abide with me! Fast falls the eventide. The darkness deepens, Lord, with me
When other helpers fail and comforts flee, Help of the helpless, O abide with

Henry Lyte penned these words after he had walked to the edge of the cliffs overlooking the sea, at the end of
his garden. He looked at the setting sun and it reminded him of Luke 24:29, “Abide with us, for it is evening,
the day is far spent - - - . He had read about the Lord appearing with two disciples as they walked from
Jerusalem to Emmaus on that first Easter evening. The disciples finally realized they were in the company of
the risen, eternal Son of God.

Lyte had just preached his last sermon and celebrated his last Communion at his parish in Lower Brixom,
Devonshire, England where he had served for many years. This last sermon to his people impressed them
greatly, “It is my desire to induce you to prepare for the solemn hour which must come to all, by a timely
appreciation and dependency on the death of Christ.”

Mrs. Monk, the wife of William Henry Monk, who composed the tune for the hymn, described the setting.
“The tune was written at a time of great sorrow — when together we watched, as we did daily, the glories of
the setting sun. As the last golden day faded, he took some paper and penciled the words which have gone all
over the earth.”

Henry Francis Lyte was a minister to his seafaring people for twenty-three years. He and his wife, Anne,
described as a humble couple, lived at an elegant estate provided by King Henry IV who was impressed by
Lyte's ministry. Lyte wrote many of his sermons and hymns while walking along the peaceful trails on the
grounds of the forty-one acre estate. This area had damp winters, however, and in his early fifties he acquired
a lung condition which was to turn into tuberculosis. He decided to depart for Italy where he hoped to regain
his health. He died, however, in Nice, France a few weeks later.

“Abide With Me” is said to have been a favorite of both King George V and Mahatma Gandhi. It is believed to
be one of the last songs played by the Titanic Band during the sinking of the ship. The finale of Gustav Mahler's
Symphony #9 has a close similarity to Monk's “Eventide”. It was sung at the weddings of King George VI; his
daughter, the future Queen Elizabeth Il; and also at the funeral of Mother Teresa. This hymn is referred to as
a prayer for God to remain present throughout life, trials and, eventually death.
